INFORMATION AND APPLICATION FORM

Eligibility
Scholarship applications are open to applicants who meet all of the following criteria:

· Australian Citizens;

· Year 12 school leavers (students who have been on exchange programs or gap year for up to 12 months after completion of Year 12 are also eligible to apply); 

· Applicants who have been accepted into a Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Sustainable Systems) or Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Mechatronics) or Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Nanotechnology) or Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Advanced Manufacturing) or Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical) at the University of South Australia’s School of Advanced Manufacturing and Mechanical Engineering and will be commencing their studies in Study Period 2, 2012, 2013 or 2014;

· Non full-fee paying applicants;

· Applicants who are able to demonstrate that they live in a rural or regional area of South Australia; and

· Applicants who complete the scholarship application in full and lodge it by the advertised closing date with the specified University office.
Selection Criteria
The following key selection criteria apply:

1. The applicant has attained the minimum tertiary entry score required for admission into the

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Sustainable Systems) or,

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Applied Mechatronics) or,

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Nanotechnology) or,

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Advanced Manufacturing) or,

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical) at the University of South Australia 

2. The applicant must demonstrate a commitment to their community via extracurricular activities that may have included employment, work experience, volunteer work, community activities and/or leadership roles

3. A brief typed personal statement of no more than 500 words from the applicant that outlines how the scholarship would benefit and enhance his/her opportunities to undertake full time study; why the applicant has chosen to study a Bachelor of Engineering including any long term goals as a result of this study

4. Two referee’s reports outlining suitability for a scholarship:

· A referee’s report from a person qualified to comment on academic studies, preferably a subject coordinator from the applicant’s secondary school and/or a school principal

· A referee’s report from a current or past employer or a person competent to supply a character reference (for example, a person with whom the candidate has undertaken community service or volunteer activities).

UniSA reserves the right to not offer a scholarship if there are no suitable applicants
Value: Up to $10,000 each.  Up to three scholarships valued at $2,000 per year are available to commencing full-time students in any of the programs/discipline areas listed for the duration of the program. An additional $2,000 will be available for scholarship holders in their final year who undertake their 12 weeks of industrial experience with the Agricultural Machinery Research and Design Centre.
Payments will be made in one instalment per year over four years after Study Period 2 census dates, subject to satisfactory academic progress.  
Number of Scholarships: One scholarship per annum will be offered in years 2012, 2013 and 2014.
Duration: Each scholarship is awarded for four years, subject to satisfactory academic progress.  
Offers:  Offers will be made on a competitive basis to applicants who have lodged a scholarship application with the School office by the closing date of 28 February.
Review and Retention: Continued provision of the scholarship will be subject to satisfactory progress within the program, as defined by University policy. To continue to be eligible to receive the scholarship, the applicants must:
· Remain enrolled full time in a 

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Sustainable Systems) or

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Applied Mechatronics) or

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Nanotechnology) or

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical and Advanced Manufacturing)or

· Bachelor of Engineering (Mechanical) at the University of South Australia 

· Promote the image of the University of South Australia within and outside the University

· Participate in a network of George Alexander Foundation Scholars, with a focus on academic opportunities and community service, as appropriate

· Not transfer a George Alexander Foundation Scholarship to study at another institution

· May hold a George Alexander Foundation Scholarship in addition to another University of South Australia scholarship

· Notify the School of Advanced Manufacturing and Mechanical Engineering immediately if they:

· Transfer to another undergraduate program within the University

· Discontinue full-time study

· Transfer to another institute.

· Seek his or her own independent advice from the relevant authorities on the effect, if any, that the scholarship may have on eligibility for Austudy, Youth Allowance or any taxation implications.

· At the end of Study Period 2 (each year) students are required to submit a one page summary on their academic experience, and any community or University involvement over that period, including involvement with other recipients of The George Alexander Foundation Scholarship. This letter must be submitted by the end of the first teaching week of Study Period 5 (usually around 10 August). This letter should be submitted to the Head of School, School of Advanced Manufacturing & Mechanical Engineering, with permission for it to be forwarded to The George Alexander Foundation.

· At the completion of a full year of study, students are required to submit a written report to the Head of School, School of Advanced Manufacturing & Mechanical Engineering three working days after the Study Period 5 results are published (usually around 6-7 December of each year). The report should include the following:

· Name of The George Alexander Foundation Scholarship recipient

· Program of study being undertaken and year of the degree

· Date of report

· Comment on academic progress, community and University involvement during the past year

· An explanation of the benefits (to the recipient) of receiving a George Alexander Foundation Scholarship, for career development, employment opportunity, in participating in community involvement or voluntary work

· A description of involvement in the network of George Alexander Foundation Scholars, both within and outside the University, as appropriate

· A brief outline of the features of the Scholarship program that contributed to its success and of those that could be improved

· A statement directed at Mr George Alexander expressing a view on the value of the scholarship

· Permission for a copy of the report to be presented to the Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of The George Alexander Foundation and for selected reports to be forwarded to Mr George Alexander AM, and to the Governors of the Foundation.

· Maintain satisfactory academic progress with a GPA of 4.5 or higher.
Notes
The scholarship cannot be deferred if you defer your program of study.  You may reapply for a scholarship when you apply to take up your deferred offer.

Scholarships may, in some instances, be counted as income against Youth Allowance or other forms of government assistance payments – applicants should seek independent financial advice.
