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Brooke: My name is Brooke Adey and I’m studying Law and Commerce (Accounting). 

Tristan: Hi my name is Tristan Moseley and I am studying the Bachelor of Laws. 

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
Tristan: I chose UniSA for the academics mainly, when I was looking around at my different universities the choices that I had, they’re all excellent universities, I just felt that the team that UniSA put together was probably the best for my particular degree. 

Brooke: For me it was the proximity both to the city, but also the enthusiasm that all the academic staff had, I remember going along to the information evenings and they all got out the front and were practically jumping up and down because they were so excited about this brand new course that they had to offer. 

What do you like about UniSA?
Brooke: I think that one of my favourite things about UniSA would be the trimester model, the three study periods throughout the year means that the course is finished in three years with possible honours and the GDLP, the practical training element that the Law Society offers. The University has been granted permission to host that or to have us do that in our last six months of the third year of the course. Another thing with the trimester model is that there are three intakes throughout the year so people can enter in the March intake at the very beginning of the year, or whether there are family reasons that they cant start or another degree that they have to finish beforehand, they can still do that and start in, I think its July or in September. 

Tristan: I’d have to say for me it’s the small class sizes, we have really small lecture sizes and really small tutes sizes too and it allows us to really get involved with the classes and I think get a more thorough education, and I’m going to China just after Christmas this year to study a legal course. The University offers quite a lot of assistance in terms of grants and things like that so that really helps you to be able to go overseas and take advantage of the opportunities that they provide. 

What are the teaching staff like at UniSA?
Brooke: The academic team that UniSA has put together is fantastic; they’re all specialists in their own area, and in the areas that they choose to teach us. As I said the open door policy that UniSA offers has been great and the Law school has developed a mentoring program as well, where each of the students is allocated a member of staff and someone that they can go to, talk to about academic issues or personal problems, or anything, just to hang out for coffee and catch up. We’ve caught up in our mentoring groups a couple of times over the course of the year just as a break from study and a break from academic life. 

Tristan:  In my experience I have found that most of the academics, although they are quite active in doing their own research and up to date with whats going on in the world, they’re all actually teachers, and so they are all really interested in how we are developing and how we’ll develop into the future and so because of that, its not school atmosphere, University is not the same as school but, they sort of give you that support which is sort of, I think, unique.





What are the facilities like at UniSA?
Brooke: One of my favourite things probably about the campus is all of the brand new buildings and the amazing facilities that we have on offer here. Aroma (Café) – its great to hang out there with all of your friends and great place to study because you’ve got easy access to food, you can’t use that as an excuse to go and leave your books for such a long period of time, really easy to get a computer at all of the computer barns or in the library, and the amazing Law Library that UniSA has put together for us really gives us no disadvantages when it comes to resources. 

Tristan: There’s many things to like about UniSA, especially the City West Campus, the location, as Brooke’s mentioned a little bit earlier is brilliant, its so centralised in town so you’ve got really cheap parking across the street, got a tram stop just here which is particularly useful for us as it stops just outside the courts. 

Brooke: We’re pretty lucky with the Law Building as well, we’ve got everything you can find, we’ve got our tutorial rooms, the amazing Moot Court that we get to use for our mooting and our advocacy work and all of the academic staff are in the one location as well, so if you’ve got any questions, their open door policy means they’re all there for you when you need them. 

What piece of advice would you give to a year 12 student?
Tristan: If you’re going to do law, the most important thing is that you want to do it, I know that sounds kind of silly but I think with any degree, that you’re only going to put your full effort into something you actually enjoy and something you think you can actually do for the future. So my advice is, when you are actually choosing your course, you know law sounds quite fancy, but unless you actually want to do it, don’t do it, but if you do want to do it, put your whole heart into it and you will reap the benefits. 

Brooke: I have to agree, and do your best to mingle and mix with people and put yourself out there because once the lecturing staff know who you are they will keep an eye on you and make sure you are doing okay and they’ll say hello to you in the corridor and also too, I was given advice when I first started in the law program to pick a different seat whenever you walked into a lecture theatre, because it’s the quickest and easiest way to get to know those who are in your course, because you sit next to someone else and you can ask them questions, and if you’ve got a question, ask it, because its highly likely that there are a dozen other people in the lecture that are still stuck on the same issue as you are. 

What are your plans after graduating?
Brooke: For me, I’m really interested in studying abroad and looking at where my UniSA Law degree can take me, possibly entering the legal practice at some stage, but yeah just looking at other options and there are so many that a Law degree can take you. 

Tristan: I think it’s the beauty of UniSA, they sort of build into their degrees a global view of the degree, I don’t actually need to know what I’m going to do when I finish my degree, I mean I think I want to go into legal practice, perhaps one day end up as a barrister, but the point is that I am being taught everything that I need to know in my degree so that I can do anything that I like, so that’s great.
