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My name is Chris Romano and I’ve studied the Masters of International Business and I studied for two years full time and I finished in June 2008. 

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
The reason why I chose to do the MIB program was to gain a competitive edge in the workplace and I thought that the MIB program would give me qualifications that would give me an edge and also have an interest in international trade and studying and learning about different cultures and also about Australia’s business relationships with the rest of the world. 

What is the best thing about your program of study?
