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Hi my name is Jared Stevens and I studied Tourism and Hospitality Management [now Tourism and Event Management].

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
 I chose UniSA because I wanted to study Tourism management. I found that I loved events while I was studying International Studies at a different University and I found that the International Politics side and  Language side wasn’t interesting, but the culture, business and tourism side was definitely more for me and UniSA offered that program.
