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My name is Kylie Jamieson and I’m studying the Masters of Business Administration and am currently in my final year. 

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
I chose UniSA for my MBA because of the flexibility of the courses offered, the international focus, so opportunities to study overseas, as well as the advice provided by the Program Director who has had corporate experience and can help you choose the right programs and courses to suit where you want to go with your career. 

What is the best thing about your program of study?
