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My name is Peter Fulton and I’m studying the Masters of Business Administration at UniSA. I have been doing so now for close to two years and I am around about 10 subjects through 12.

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
With so many options available around the world for different types of study; there’s study in America, there’s study interstate, there’s study in other countries and of course there’s study in Adelaide. So I guess specifically why UniSA? And in many ways that comes down to some simple things such as the resource availability, the online facilities are quite excellent, the way that the University helps propagate the communication and connection between fellow students. They were all the drivers after I looked at all the options available, why I selected UniSA. I reflect on that now and think well was that a good decision. I speak to colleagues of mine who’ve gone down other paths and I actually still believe very strongly that that was the right decision to make at the time and I’m still quite happy with having made that decision.

What is the best thing about your program of study?
The great thing is that its really quite practical, down to earth and what you learn today you can actually apply tomorrow in the real work place. And that is something that I was a little surprised with. I expected it to be a lot more esoteric and theoretical but it’s actually not. It actually really does apply in the workplace so you do learn real skills and do learn real outcomes.

What is the best thing about being a UniSA student?
I think I’ve enjoyed most actually the interaction with peers, and that’s come on different levels, not only just from the human aspect of just enjoying meeting a whole range of new people that you wouldn’t otherwise meet but also being able to learn from colleagues. But the other thing is I’m finding that it just helps keep me young, it just helps keep me thinking, it helps have a bit of fun with some of these things, we laugh we enjoy each others company and even though it’s hard work it really is a very positive experience. 

What are the teaching staff like at UniSA?
I actually think that the lecturers and facilitators at UniSA are quite a credit to the University. Each of them comes with a bevy of experience on many different levels of experience actually doing the job or experience in being in similar kind of positions. It gives an opportunity to stimulate class discussion to actually have arguments with the lecturer and hear different points of view and that’s been a, I think that’s a huge asset for the institution.

What advice would you give someone wanting to study a MBA?
I started my MBA when I was 48, and that’s not too late. It’s never too late to start. I probably reflect on that delay with some regret because if I’d have started earlier I would have had the benefit from the related tools and learning at a lot earlier stage. That would have helped me make better decisions earlier, help me with my career, done other things like that. I delayed because of the age of my children at the time and found that now that I’ve waited to they’ve got to an age where you know, I can do all this kind of thing quite easily, I probably missed a few years of benefit of actually the skills that I’ve now actually got. So if there’s one thing I’d probably encourage people is, don’t wait. Just get in and do it. Get a start, set your pace according to what you can commit to for time, but start because if for nothing else, that looks good on the CV!
