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My name is Steven Rypp and I’m studying a double degree as a Bachelor of Business Management in Sport & Recreation and Tourism & Events.

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
I chose UniSA because they were the only University offering the sport and recreation side that I was interested in, then tourism I was looking at possibly studying in the future but I’ve turned it into a double degree.  I was recommended from a lot of my friends that UniSA was a great place to socialise and come and study at the same time.

What is the best thing about your program of study?
The best thing about the sport and recreation side of my double degree is that it offers two work place practicums where you go out and get real world experience with potential employees, they tell you a certain program they want you to implement; you go and do all the planning side of it then go and implement it, so you’re getting real world experience from the professionals in the industry and that’s helping and developing your career pathway opportunities.

What do you like about UniSA?
What I like about UniSA is the social scene and the ability to come and study, and then socialise after in the cafeteria or the Aroma Café with all your friends, it’s really good.  It’s got that element of the essentials for studying and the essentials for socialising so I think UniSA does that really well.

Describe your typical Uni day.
A typical Uni day for me, having a lecture from 9:00 until 11:00 in the morning followed by a tute from 11:00 til 1:00pm and then going and having some lunch with some of the friends at like the cafeteria or Aroma Café or a local shop and then coming back and doing another hour of studying from about 3:00pm til 4:00pm and then going home and having the rest of the day to yourself and evening, so it’s pretty chilled.

What are the teaching staff like at UniSA?
The teaching staff for me I found fantastic in the sport and recreation and tourism and events side.  The lecturers will give the lecture and then give you an opportunity to come up and ask some questions after which makes it less informal and it’s really good.   In terms of the tutorials, basically they are an hour where it’s interactive and you’re asking questions and getting feedback on assignments and the tutors are fantastic, I mean you can always go up I’ve found and ask some questions as long as you’re prepared to basically take that first step and ask the question, you’ll get a really good answer from them.

What are the facilities and resources like at UniSA?
In terms of UniSA resources, I’ve found Campus Central to be great.  Campus Central are the main sort of admin side of the uni where you can go up and ask them any sort of question and they’ll give you an answer and there’s also a 24 hour security facility that the university offer, they offer an in house post office, there’s a fantastic library with great library staff that will always help you find whatever you need.  I’ve always found that anything I’ve needed to ask from the uni, they’ve always delivered. 

What are your plans after graduating?
My basic field is getting into the admin development side in Football or Cricket, I’d definitely like to get a job in that, that’s one path I’m considering taking and the second path is going on and doing the Honours and PHD program, which Honours would be an extra year on top of your program of study followed by a PHD 3 year program where you do a thesis and go out and yeah study it up and also write up a big paper.

What piece of advice would you give to a year 12 student?
One piece of advice that I could give to a year 12 student coming into the university is really you’ve got to get referencing down pat for your assignments, that is you need to know how to reference properly, you need to know what to reference and when it’s required because that’s really what a lot of your marks for your assignments come down to.
