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Hi my name is Hannah Wheaton and I’m doing a double degree in International Business and International Studies. 

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
I decided to come to UniSA because when I was looking at all of the courses, UniSA had the best range of business degrees, and they had a really good range of double degrees that you could mix with that, and I just really liked the facilities here, it was really modern and the campuses were close to town, I just really liked the whole set up all together.

What is the best thing about your program of study?
I think that the best thing about my program is that you really do get an international perspective, they really try and push that you go on an exchange or go overseas or do work experience or something in Australia that really compliments your degree. I particularly enjoy it because I love languages and through this degree I get to do German and Spanish, I’ve also done a bit of Italian and its great because I went on exchange last year and I got to use all three of those languages. You really do get a broad perspective on everything and there is such a wide range with the International Studies side of it, there’s cross cultural communication and global politics and then with the business degree you do things like accounting, finance and investment and economics. It’s really enjoyable. 

Describe your typical Uni day.
I’ve got uni probably about three days a week because I work as well so uni fits around that. So I come in in the mornings, I’m at two different campuses, City East and City West, I’ve normally got a couple of lectures, a couple of tutes, probably no more than about five lectures and tutes in a day. In between I study at the library, I generally have lunch at Café Aroma, I really like that, that’s good, catch up with my friends, every now and then have study groups go over things. 

Have you studied overseas as part of your program?
I was lucky enough to go on an exchange to Vienna last year; it was a six month semester exchange to the Wirtschaftsuniversität. That was fantastic, I didn’t know anyone when I went over there, so I was a bit scared, but UniSA is really helpful in organising everything, they have got so many scholarships available and travel grants, they make it really easy for you to go over there. It was such a fantastic experience, I got to meet so many people and made so many good friends that I think will be friends for life. I got to learn how a German business is different from an Australian business, and got to see cross cultural communication and how that affects the workplace. I’d love to do it again if I had the chance. 

What are the teaching staff like at UniSA?
UniSA’s lecturers and tutors for me are always really helpful, it’s a bit different to school in that at school the teachers give you all the information where as at uni you sort of have to learn yourself. If you really want to know something you have to ask. I’ve always found all the staff are more than happy to help, in fact, really go out of their way to give you the information that you need. 

What are the facilities like at UniSA?
The facilities are one of the reasons that I chose to come to UniSA because they’re really modern compared to the other unis. You’ve got everything you need; you’ve got so many computer pools, you know the walk up computers, and the libraries are fantastic, there’s four libraries at UniSA, I really like the facilities and teachers at UniSA. 

What piece of advice would you give to a year 12 student?
I’d tell year 12 students to take time to think about what you want to do, because even though once you do start at uni, you can move in between degrees and some subjects count for other degrees, I think really think about where you want to go as a career and then find a degree to match that. I’d say get as much advice as you can from uni students, career counsellors, teachers, do something that you enjoy. 

What are your plans after graduating?
Once I graduate, eventually, its going to take me a long time to get there, I’d like to work for the UN, so probably start off working for either AUS AID or AUS TRADE, you know something with an international perspective, obviously because my degree is internationally based. I would like to travel the work and work, especially with AID projects.

What is the best thing about being a UniSA student?
The best thing about being a UniSA student is I feel, especially in business, I have a competitive edge, UniSA really helps you focus on a career, in that they have got the Networking Now events and they really relate everything you do to a career afterwards so you’re not just a uni student, you are someone with a purpose, you are someone who knows where they are going once they are finished.
