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My name is Wol Door, and I’m studying Bachelor of Commerce and Commercial Law. 

Why did you choose to study at UniSA?
I got advice from my teacher in high school like two years ago that if I need more support then I should come to UniSA instead of other Uni’s, and she also told me that there are more resources than other Uni.
