The Academic Program Approval Committee is a standing committee of the Division Board.   It was established in 1999 and last had its constitution revised on 27 May 2002.

Preamble
The Committee’s function is to ensure that all proposals to develop or amend coursework and professional doctorate programs and courses in the Division comply fully with University and divisional objectives and with the substantive and procedural requirements which the University prescribes.   The Committee works closely with schools to achieve a high standard in the development and documentation of all proposals.

Terms of reference

To review proposals from school boards for:

i
introducing new programs (including professional doctorate programs) through the divisional program feasibility process

ii
amending existing programs

iii
withdrawing existing programs

To receive from school boards reports on the review of programs and to review the resulting recommendations for amending programs.

To consult with the schools as required to ensure that proposals comply with University and divisional policies and procedures as outlined in the University Program Approval Manual or as determined by the Division.

To refer back to the school boards proposals that do not comply with University and divisional policies and procedures as outlined in the University Program Approval Manual or as determined by the Division.

To recommend to the Division Board proposals which comply with University and divisional policies and procedures as outlined in the University Program Approval Manual or as determined by the Division.

To identify and bring to the attention of the Division Board policy issues arising from the proposals received.

To report regularly to the Division Board.
