	3.	Reasons for the amendment(s)

	2.1	The archiving of Indigenous Design Perspectives and the relocation of its content into other courses within the DBAE and DBIR programs is proposed to more effectively embed Indigenous content into these programs rather than deliver it in an independent course. To date, Indigenous Design Perspectives has addressed the issue of Indigenous perspectives in relation to the design professions across the School. Its core content is considered highly important to the School, and to the Architecture and Interior Architecture disciplines and, as such, we recognise the need to continue to support students ongoing engagement with indigenous design issues across the program. It is proposed that Indigenous content will be synthesised into the curriculum of Design, Culture and Environment and Contemporary Design Theory as a component of non-western approaches to design practice. In addition, the programs will continue to identify opportunities for the incorporation of Indigenous content in other courses including specific studios and electives, as it has in the existing Student Design and Build Program (incorporating the courses Construction in the Workshop and Construction on Site).
2.2	The proposed changes to the History/Theory stream in the order of delivery of courses aims to ensure that students have a sound understanding of the issues of:
· The continuity of historical experience;
· An understanding of the fundamental formal and societal typologies that can be demonstrated through historical precedent;
· A tacit education in basic formal and theoretical attempts to create architectural spaces that demonstrate formal models that can be applied in future design practice.
· A recognition that the developed body of critical literature on the ‘historical’ in architecture is a resource for future practice.
· To achieve these aims, it is proposed to change the order of courses so that Architecture and Modernity precedes Contemporary Design Theory. The location of Design, Culture and Environment remains unchanged.
· Design, Culture and Environment	-  Pre-history to Enlightenment
· Architecture and Modernity	-  19th Century to 20th Century
· Contemporary Design Theory	-  Late 20th Century to today.
2.3	Changes to the content of the courses responds to the pedagogical aims outlined in 2.2 and follows an internal review and mapping of course content. These changes introduce more discipline specific content in a chronological order.
2.4	The additional Art, Architecture and Design Elective replaces the Indigenous Design Perspectives course, the content of which has been distributed and embedded across the program. This additional elective offering also provides the opportunity for students to undertake an elective with specific Indigenous content.
2.5	Relocation of the free elective allows for the location of Architecture and Modernity in SP5 of 2nd year. This provides a more balanced delivery of courses within the stream across study periods.
2.6	As part of the School’s review of under utilised courses the above listed courses have been identified for archiving.
