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Role of DAPAC
The Divisional Academic Program Approval Committee (DAPAC) is a standing committee of the Division Board.  Its function is to ensure that all proposals to develop, review or amend undergraduate and postgraduate coursework programs and credit transfer agreements comply with University and Division objectives and with the substantive and procedural requirements which the University prescribes.  

The Committee works closely with schools to achieve a high standard in the development and documentation of all program proposals, amendments and evaluations.

The Committee acts as a quality assurance mechanism between the Schools and the various approval bodies (such as the Division Board, Division Executive, Academic Policy and Program Review Committee and Academic Board). 
School representatives are required to attend DAPAC to introduce their proposal and respond to questions.   Normally the program director or course coordinator will attend.   For major developments it may also be appropriate for the Head of School to attend.   Attendance by School staff provides the opportunity for the School and the Committee to develop a sound mutual understanding of objectives and issues.   The aim is to ensure that proposals are robust and have the best chance of approval.

The Committee comprises experienced academic staff, including a Head of School, from across the Division, the Dean:  Teaching, Learning and International, the Division Manager: Staff and Student Services, and a student nominated by UniLife.
