	Student Feedback of Teaching Project (Sue Tyerman)
Sue Tyerman gave a presentation on the Student Feedback of Teaching Project. The main purpose of her presentation is consult with staff from across Divisions about the development of SFT as a more flexible instrument replacing the current CEI/SET. 

Lynne mentioned that the next step is for DIV TALC committee members to consult with staff in their Schools and get feedback from them on;

· their experiences with the current instrument. 

· what do they want the new instrument to do and how it should be delivered

· what do they want to ask students about student engagement, courses and staff

The timeline for providing feedback will be the end of August. A schedule will be put together for TLPL to report on feedback to TALC meetings.

	Partnership Teaching - concept and processes

Tangi Steen reported on partnership teaching between DUCIER and School of Nursing and Midwifery in recording processes of changing a particular course offered in service teaching. The Dean: T&L has provided funding of $3000 to support research designed to help to improve the course and the delivery of it to first year Nursing and Midwifery students. The team is writing a paper and Tangi is looking to offer a PhD student some work to do a literature review on service teaching.

	Wiki project – T&L priority project

Tangi Steen spoke about a research project she is currently working on with Dale Wache. The title of the research project is ‘Collaborative work using wikis: a teaching and learning model’. An information sheet was provided for T&L Portfolio Leaders to promote the research in their schools. The project is looking for staff and students to participate by completing a TellUs survey.   There are two different surveys, one for staff which is about teaching and using of the software and one for students which is about their experience in using wikis and collaborative learning. The feedback from the survey will help to create a particular framework outlining how wikis can be used successfully in teaching and learning. 
Action: Lynne to send information on the research project to Division staff.

	Academic Review
A document on Academic review was sent to the committee and Heads of Schools for discussions to happen at the School level. The committee wanted more information on the data and Anna Russo advised that Schools would need to decide and be selective about where they want the extra information to come from. Lynne advised that SAPAG discussed the renaming of the notified 1, 2 and 3 to be able to engage students and making it clearer what is it we are trying to communicate to them.  The committee also discussed the need for a process in schools for 1st year coordinators to follow up on students who are not attending class or not passing assignments. The process would be for SP5. TLPL and 1st year Program Directors will need to identify one or two programs to monitor. The process would be: 

· Tutors to email PSO each week with names of students not attending.
· Data is given to PD

· PD to do a phone follow-up to students who fail the 1st assignment, not submitted or late. 

· Course Coordinator can then bring them together to provide the extra support.

This process will be conducted for both domestic and international students. If this process is carried out then TLPL can bring data back to this committee to do an analysis.

	Any other business
· Lynne reported on 3 Step 2010 proposals from School of Psychology, School of Communication and School of Social Work and Social Policy went through TALC with some modifications for 2 of the projects in the proposal. 

· Heads of School will be notified that effective of SP5, every staff need to do a SET per study period on the largest course they teach.
· A process is being implemented for Heads of School to report at Division Executive on new programs or initiatives. 
· Issues about students using Facebook in computer pool will be raised at the Teaching Technology Advisory Group. 
· The annual EAS Teaching and Learning colloquium will be held on the 11th November 2009 in the Celebration of Teaching Week.
