SCRIPTURE AND THEOLOGY COURSES 2008 
*Students enrolled in Education programs should collect the information particular to their program.

There are three elective courses in scripture and theology available to students at UniSA as BUGE options. These may be completed in isolation or as part of a Religion Studies major. Information about each course can accessed at the home page.  A brief course description along with current enrolment information is outlined below. 
Catholic Studies 1: Scripture EDUC1069 

This course explores scripture scholarship in the Christian Tradition and introduces the bible as a theological narrative. It explores the historical, social and cultural world of selected texts in the First and Second Testament and makes use of various methods in critical biblical scholarship. There is recognition of the way in which the interpreters own reality shapes their understanding of the text and the implications of this for contemporary use of scripture.

Catholic Studies 2: Theology EDUC2049 

This course explores the nature and process of theology in the Catholic tradition through various topics such as the centrality of human experience in the study of theology, revelation and faith, the nature of God, and a Christian understanding of what it means to be human. The course is centred on studying the historical Jesus of Nazareth and the Christ of faith, along with topics such as the nature and mission of Church, sacraments and sacramentality, social justice and ethics, and the person of Mary. 
Theology and Gospel - PHIL2008 (not offered in 2008)
This course builds on to the material in EDUC1069 with a particular focus on the unique theology of Jesus (Christology) developed in each of the four gospels. It then explores a range of contemporary Christological developments.
