· Jean Denton Memorial Scholarship - Open to all early childhood professionals in Australia 

  LILLIAN DE LISSA SCHOLARSHIPS 

  

Background
The Lillian de Lissa scholarships commemorate the dedicated service to the Kindergarten Union of South Australia by the late Lillian de Lissa (1885-1967) and are available to employees of the South Australian Department of Education and Children’s Services.
Lillian de Lissa played very important roles in the first eleven years of the Kindergarten Union's existence.  She was the Director of the Union's first centre, the Franklin Street Free Kindergarten, which was opened in 1906 and when the Union established the Adelaide Kindergarten Training College in 1907, she was appointed to the position of Principal. She further promoted interest in the Union and kindergarten activities by speaking at towns throughout South Australia and helped to establish the kindergarten movement in Western Australia.
Purpose
The scholarships are for the purpose of completing the proposed study or research during the tenure of the scholarship.  The benefit of such studies or research is to advance the knowledge of early childhood education within South Australia and Australia as appropriate.
The Lillian de Lissa scholarships will be offered as follows:
· A full scholarship to the value of $35,000 for the purpose of completing postgraduate studies or research in early childhood.
· A HECS scholarship for the payment of HECS fees for the purpose of completing a higher degree at a South Australian university.

Full Scholarship and HECS Scholarship
The scholarships are available to any permanent or contract (minimum 2 years) employee of the South Australian Department of Education and Children’s Services working with children birth to 8 years of age and holding a qualification in early childhood education.
Persons considering applying for a scholarship for the next academic year are advised to make enquiries about the desired program and leave period as soon as possible.   This is particularly important in relation to overseas institutions - arrangements may take eighteen months to complete.
Past recipients of this scholarship may reapply in the eighth year after the completion of the previous study / research.
These scholarships are offered by the Scholarship Committee under the auspices of the Public Trustee of South Australia.
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Action Research Scholarship 

An Action Research Scholarship to the value of $7,000 to be taken for no less than 20 weeks and no more than 12 months for the purposes of completing an action research project.
The scholarship is offered by the Scholarship Committee under the auspices of the Public Trustee of South Australia.
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 JEAN DENTON MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP
Background
This Scholarship commemorates the many years of service given to the Kindergarten Union of South Australia and to the Australian Pre-School Association from 1962-1968 by Jean Denton.  She was President of the Australian Pre-School Association from 1962-1968 and had been a Vice President of the Pacific Region of O.M.E.P. (Organisation Mondiale pour l'Education Prescolaire), the World Organisation for Early Childhood Education and Vice-President of the Kindergarten Union of South Australia.  Her work in South Australia   included chairmanship of several committees and the presidency of at least two kindergartens, one of which she had been very active in starting.
Past recipients of this Scholarship may reapply in the eighth year after the completion of their previous study/research.
Purpose
The Scholarship is available to any person in Australia working in Early Childhood (birth to 8 years).  The successful applicant must agree to make a significant contribution to early childhood in Australia following completion of the Scholarship.  The Scholarship is awarded taking into account the applicants leadership and contributions at state/territory and national levels, including publications and research.
The Scholarship is for the purpose of completing post graduate study or research or a combination of both, within Australia and /or overseas, in an area of early education or any other area of early childhood.  The benefit of such studies or research is to advance the knowledge of early childhood within Australia.
The Scholarship is not available for completion of a first degree or other first teaching qualification (i.e. Bachelor of Education) and in case of a higher qualification is only available for the completion of the award.  Scholars will be required to produce evidence of their intention to complete the program of study within the one year for which the scholarship is offered.  Similarly, any research project must be completed within the one year of tenure of the scholarship.
Financial assistance under the Jean Denton Memorial Scholarship is not fixed, but depends on the nature of specific Scholarship proposals.  However, there is an upper limit which is identified each year (approximately $16,000).  The amount offered is intended to help with living expenses, education fees or other expenses associated with the proposed study/ research.  However, no adjustments will be made to financial assistance after the acceptance of the award.
The Jean Denton Memorial Scholarship is offered by a Scholarships Committee in conjunction with the Public Trustee.  The Scholarship is not usually available to a candidate who will be undertaking a consultancy or a part of a larger project.  
It is acknowledged that any work completed by the recipient of the scholarship remains their intellectual property.
