Students should be aware that there is a quota that limits enrolment numbers and some courses have pre-requisites.  You should check that you meet pre-requisites prior to enrolling in any course.

Enrolment preference will be given to students who have studied Home Economics in Years 11 and 12 or professional experience in the field.
The Design and Technology general study will offer students an option of 3 Design and Technology ‘strands’; Home Economics., Design and Technology and Information Communication Technology.  Each ‘strand’ will offer 4 or 5 courses and a Professional Pathway. These courses will be followed by a specialised placement in PAR 4. This will enable students to teach in that subject in both primary and middle school settings.

Students who want to teach in a secondary setting (Years 8/9) would need to complete all four courses in the same strand.
