GENERAL STUDIES COURSES IN THE ARTS

Arts Education courses cover both Performing Arts and Visual Arts.  Students wishing to pursue a professional pathway in an area of the Arts specialize in ONE art form: Drama, Music, or Visual Arts, talking four general studies courses from a selection available in Performing Arts (Drama and Music) through the School of Communication at Magill Campus, and in Visual Arts through the South Australian School of Art at City West. Lists of the available general studies courses in Performing and Visual Arts can be found on the following pages and details of each are available on the individual course homepages. 

PLANNING YOUR GENERAL STUDIES IN THE ARTS

You are encouraged to select general studies courses that cover arts practice (e.g. creating / composing / writing / performing / directing) and theory / history / appreciation.  These should ADD to your existing knowledge and skills obtained though earlier studies at school or elsewhere, so select from areas in which you currently have little practical experience. For example, in the Visual Arts it is recommended that your practical skills include 2-d (drawing, painting, print-making etc), 3-d (e.g. ceramics, sculpture, etc), and digital techniques. For teaching purposes, a range of media would be better than pursuing two or three courses in one medium. Your knowledge and understanding should include historical and contemporary, and non-Western and Western art history, so you may wish to enhance your knowledge of visual culture or Aboriginal arts, for example.  

ARTS EDUCATION PATHWAY COURSES

In addition to the four general studies courses, students specializing in any of the Arts as their major learning area must take EDUC 4102 Arts Education 2 as their pathway subject course in fourth year. This is an Arts pedagogy course taught through the School of Education at Mawson Lakes. A pre-requisite of Arts Education 2 is the successful completion of the first year core course in Arts Education. Students who completed year 1 prior to 2009, should have completed EDUC 4101 - Arts Education 1. This has been replaced, from 2009 onwards, by  EDUC 1072 - Arts Education: An Introduction for Primary and Middle Years Schooling. 

IMPORTANT ENROLLMENT ADVICE RELATING TO ARTS GENERAL STUDIES COURSES
Please note that many Arts courses, especially in the School of Art, have strictly limited places available. These courses have an initial enrolment period that is restricted to students pursuing these courses as part of a degree in the Visual or Performing Arts and any remaining places become available as general studies courses at a slightly later date. Early enrolment is strongly advised to try to secure a place. The course homepages provide course statements and access to timetable information, including enrolment dates.
For courses which have limited enrolment, it is advisable that you try to complete these in the first couple of years of your degree so that, if you are unable to enrol in your chosen course, you can try again the following year; but please take note of the course levels and any pre-requisites which may impact upon when you can take a course.
