	Area + Catalogue Number

Choosing your Major and Minor Learning Areas (Learning Area A and Learning Area B).

How should you choose your major and minor Learning Areas?

In the Bachelor of Education there are five learning area courses. These are the curriculum and methodology courses related to your teaching subjects.

In some cases it is possible that all five of these learning area courses can be completed in the one learning area eg in Arts Education, Maths and Science Education, Health and Physical Education. Or you may complete three courses in your major learning area and two in your minor learning area. Please note that Health & Physical Education is not offered as a learning area B.
When you applied for the LMTC (Middle and Secondary) you applied for your specialisation based on the content of your first degree. For example if your first degree was in the visual or performing arts you applied for the Arts Education specialisation. If your first degree was a BA majoring in English you applied for the English Education specialisation and so on. You will complete a minimum of three learning area courses in this specialisation during the LMTC, for example English Education 1, 2 and 3 or Studies of Society and Environment 1, 2 and 3 or Arts Education 1, Arts Education 3, and Arts Education 5.

If your first degree was entirely taken up with your specialisation, as visual and performing arts degrees often are, then you will complete all five learning area courses in Arts Education that is Arts Education 1 to 5. This may also apply to the Design and Technology Education specialisation.
However, from an employment point of view, it is to your advantage to be able to offer two teaching subjects. This is only possible if you have studied both subjects in your first degree. Completing the Learning Area courses in the LMTC will not gain a rating to teach that subject area from DECS unless you also have studies in your first degree relevant to that subject. The rule of thumb is; if you have 6 semester courses in a subject in your first degree you can teach the subject to year 12, 4 semester courses you can teach it to year 10 and 2 semester courses to year 8.  So if you have a second subject in your first degree (minimum of two semester courses) then you will take two Learning Area courses as a minor in the LMTC. For example if you have in your first degree a major in English and also a major or minor in History then you can take Studies of Society and Environment as your minor learning area, that is Studies of Society and Environment 1 and 2. If you have a major in Business and a major or minor in Information Technology you can take a minor Learning Area in Design and Technology (which includes IT) as well as your major Learning Area in Studies of Society and Environment (in which Business is included).

So there are two possible patterns of Learning Area courses in the LMTC. Either you complete all five learning area courses in the one area or you complete three in your major learning area and two in your minor. The latter is preferred to give you flexibility in employment but is only possible if you have the necessary subject expertise from your first degree.

This is an important matter and you are strongly advised to consult the program director if you have any doubts about your choice of learning area courses.

Choosing Your Professional Option

As part of the program you need to complete a 4.5 unit course to fulfil the requirements of the Professional Option. What follows is to assist you to choose such a course.

The course can be taken in any Study Period during the program but it is important to keep in mind that in Study Period 5 of the first year of the accelerated 18 month program there is a five week practicum and in the final Study Period there is a six week practicum and these can make it difficult to find a course which does not interfere with these requirements. 

 

The aim of the Professional Option is to enable you to undertake a course which enhances your professional expertise in some area. There are three ways in which you could do so.

1. You could choose any course which enhances your professional expertise and you can fit into your program. This could be to improve your subject expertise (an extra maths or chemistry or……course) or to improve your education expertise (eg Children with Special needs or Computers in Education, or …..). The course may be taken internally or externally if it is offered in this mode. A key consideration, which may make an external course more attractive, is that you will have a five week practicum in study period 5 which will cut into the time available for any course which is run on the usual University study period timetable over 13-15 weeks. If there is a suitable course offered during the semester break or over the summer (but not in second half of February when the Education Change and Society course will be offered) this may be a possibility.
I would not recommend leaving the professional option until the final study period of the program as preparing for and undertaking the six week practicum must be your central concern. If you are not sure what course to undertake you could begin by going to the Search for Courses section of the University home page and put in a keyword in an area you are interested in for example ‘Education’, or ‘Food’ or ‘Learning’ or ‘Religions’ and see what comes up.

2. if you have two major areas of study in your first degree (a minimum of six semester courses in each) which means you can teach two subjects to year 12 level (for example majors in History and English, or IT and Politics etc) you might be interested in picking up the learning area course associated with your second learning area in study period 2 next year. In the examples above this would mean doing SOSE 3 as well as English Ed 3 or in the second example D. and T 5 as well as SOSE 3. The advantage of this is that you can focus on the senior secondary curriculum in the second learning area as well. Of course if both of your subjects come under the same learning area eg History and Geography or Painting and Music then this option will not work.

3. if you have completed tertiary course/s over and above the three year degree required for entry to the LMTC (for example an Honours year, or a four year degree or double degree, or a Masters, Graduate Diploma etc), then you can apply for credit for the professional option on the basis of one of these courses. To apply for credit for studies completed at Uni SA fill in and submit to the program director the form found at http://www.unisa.edu.au/studysas/forms/CourseSubstitutionForm.pdf If the course was taken at another institution fill in and submit to the program director the form found at http://www.unisa.edu.au/studysas/forms/CreditTransfer.pdf  together with evidence of your completion of the course.
