He trained over 20,000 professionals in more than twenty countries and implemented mediation training programs within international court systems throughout the world.  As a mediator in private practice Dr. Haynes mediated more than 5000 interpersonal disputes, including those involving divorce, business dissolution and intra-corporate differences.
