Applications must adhere to the criteria below or will not be considered for funding. Further, all applicants must state if they have received or have applied for funding elsewhere and state the funding body and amount.

Queries should be directed to supervisors in the first. Notification of success of applications will be made to in writing directly to candidates.
Process and criteria for conference request:
1. A request for funding should be made by the early career researcher or student and co-signed by the principal supervisor (HDR students) in support of the application. 
2. One application only per early career researcher or student per PhD candidature.
3. Application should state: name, name of supervisors (PhD candidates), conference, title of paper to be presented, dates of conference, email showing acceptance of abstract. Please attach the registration form to this application.
4. ECRs and PhD candidates must submit a refereed journal article or a case must be made with the support of the supervisor stating the significance of the journal in the field of enquiry.
The candidate must provide: 

· a draft abstract outlining the article

· specific details of the journal they are submitting to

· approximate time when they intend to submit.
What should you email as part of your application? 

1. A letter stating your request, signed by you and your supervisor.

2. Details of the conference registration and conference dinner
3. Details of pending journal article submission.
