Research Centre for Gender Studies - PhD candidate financial support in 2008
In this calendar year we can support a total of $10,000 for PhD candidates to attend conferences. When the pool of $10,000 is used no additional requests will be considered.
Applications must adhere to the criteria below or will not be considered for funding. Further, all applicants must state if they have received or have applied for funding, state the funding body and amount.

Queries should be directed to supervisors in the first instance and then Professor Rhonda Sharp, Acting Director, Research Centre for Gender Studies. Notification of success of applications will be made to in writing directly to candidates.
Process and Criteria for Conference request for Conferences held in 2008:
($500 domestic - $1,000 international)
1. A request for funding should be made by the student and co-signed by the principal supervisor in support of the application.
2. PhD candidates must be in their second or third year of full time equivalent candidature.
3. One application only per student per PhD candidature.
4. Application should state: Name, Name of Supervisors, Conference, Title of Paper to be presented; dates of conference, email showing acceptance of abstract, costing and journal submission or exhibition details (see 5).

5. PhD candidates must submit an international refereed journal article or a case must be made with the support of the supervisor stating the significance of the journal in the field of enquiry.

PhD candidates in disciplines associated with the arts must present work at a nationally recognised venue and a case must be made with the support of the supervisor informing the Centre of the significance of the venue and exhibition. The article or exhibition must be submitted/held within twelve months of the conference attendance. Notification of journal choice and exhibition venue must be given to RCGS in the application for funding.
6. PhD candidates who obtain funding must provide a receipt to the centre for expenses.

7. The paper must be presented at a Research Centre for Gender Studies seminar by the student.
