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Post-Submission Publication Scholarship 
Guidelines


The Division of Health Sciences recognises the importance of publishing work that  is generated during an HDR candidate’s program of research. Where students have submitted their thesis for examination, the Division wishes to offer support for the purpose of publication, and whilst the thesis is under examination. 

Funding is available to students for a maximum of 12 weeks, at a rate equivalent to the current Australian Postgraduate Award (APA) rate plus the UniSA top-up ($27,651 per annum in 2011). In order to be eligible to receive this funding, applicants must meet the following criteria:

· the thesis must have been submitted in under 3.5 years EFTSL (full time equivalent)
· applicants must be able to work on the publication(s) on a full-time basis during the scholarship period (applications will be accepted from students who have studied on a part-time basis during candidature as long as they meet this requirement during the scholarship period)
· applicants must provide a publication plan for the period for which they are seeking support. The plan must include the following details:
· a draft abstract of 250 words or less of the proposed article to be prepared during the Scholarship period
· the journal to be targeted for submission
· a timeline for preparation of the article(s), including milestones to be met
· the applicant’s supervisor must provide a statement of support for the application, including confirmation that they are available to support the student during the proposed period of support, and that workspace is available for the applicant during this time.
· Successful recipients will be required to provide a short report on their progress, counter-signed by their supervisor, against the original plan half-way through the approved period (generally 6 weeks).

At the conclusion of the scholarship period, evidence of manuscript submission must be supplied.

Applications will be accepted prior to submission of the thesis, however the application outcome will not be advised until the thesis and all required paperwork associated with submission (completed nomination of examiners and supervisor statement) are received in the Division Office.
