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This is the most commonly used program for employers to sponsor overseas workers to fill nominated skilled positions in Australia on a temporary basis.  
To be eligible for sponsorship for a 457 Visa, the position must be:

•             Full time 
•             A minimum period of 1 day and up to 4 years. (The visa may be used for appointments of more than four years but another nomination application must be submitted prior to the expiry of the 4 year period) 
•             A minimum base salary of $49,330 
· Equivalent to an approved occupation listed in ComLaw (IMMI 10/085)

To be eligible for a 457 Visa, the applicant must: 

•             Have an approved sponsorship nomination by the University 
•             Have the skills, experience and personal attributes which match those required for 	the position 
•             Meet health and character requirements set by the Department of Immigration and 	Citizenship
•             Meet the English language requirement
Applying for this Visa

Step 1 - Employer Applies to be a Sponsor

As of 3 August 2009 the University of South Australia has sponsorship approval for a maximum of 75 approved nominations or for a period of two years (ie until 3 August 2011), whichever comes first.


Step 2 - Employer Nominates a Position

Documents required to lodge the nomination application 

· Copy of Contract (signed)
· Copy of Position Description
· Copy of CV
· Copy of Collective Agreement (provided by HR Central)
· Copy of passport 
· Copy of passports for secondary applicants
· Cost Centre for $80 Application Fee

Email a request to lodge a 457 visa nomination application with the above information to visa@unisa.edu.au

Step 3 - Employee Applies for a Visa

Once the nomination is approved the applicant will receive an email from HR Central advising how to proceed with lodging their visa application on-line.  The visa application fee of $350 is paid by the applicant.


Processing time

· On receiving all required documentation the nomination application is lodged on-line within 1 – 2 weeks
· Nomination approval received within 1 - 3 weeks 
· On lodgment of the visa application the approval process is approximately 
1 – 2 months, provided all required information and documentation has been submitted
