for itself and its successors in business and assigns, and ____________________________________________________________ (the 'Author). 

WHEREAS the Publisher has assigned responsibility to the Author to write a contribution (the 'Work') entitled

to the Encyclopedia of Life Support Systems (the 'Publication') 

NOW IT IS HEREBY MUTUALLY AGREED as follows: 

1(a). The Author shall deliver the first draft of the Work, which shall be approximately ________________ words in length, in the format and medium prescribed by the Publisher no later than six months from the date of this Agreement. 

1(b) The Author shall incorporate any revisions to the first draft requested by the Publisher or by an advisor appointed for that purpose and shall deliver a revised version of the Work within thirty days of such a request and shall deliver the final version of the Work in the format and medium prescribed by the Publisher within twenty days of a formal request for the same. 

2. The Author undertakes to read, check and correct proofs of the Work when requested to do so and to return them to the Publisher within fourteen days of receipt, failing which the Author shall be deemed to have approved such proofs. The cost of any alterations made to the proofs by the Author (other than correction of typesetter's or Publisher's errors) in excess of 10% of the cost of origination shall be borne by the Author. Any cost payable by the Author pursuant to this provision shall if possible be debited by the Publisher against monies payable to the Author under 3(a) below and in respect of any portion of such monies which it is not possible so to debit the Author shall make payment to the Publisher upon receipt of the Publisher's invoice therefor. 

3(a) The Publisher shall pay to the Author an honorarium of US$30 per 1,000 words of text calculated as detailed in 3(b) below. Payment of such honorarium shall be made within three months after receipt of the final version of the Work, satisfactory to the Publisher. Where more than one person is named as the Author, the receipt from any one of them for monies due under this Agreement shall be a full and sufficient discharge to the Publisher. 

(b) The length of the text of the Work shall for the purpose of 1(a) and 3(a) above be calculated by rounding the number of words to the nearest thousand and by calculating figures and tables occupying the area of one page of A4 size as equating to 500 words. 

4. The Author (or the organisation for whom the Author works and from which the Work derives) shall retain all other proprietary rights including patent rights in any process, procedure or articles of manufacture described in the Work, with the sole exception of Copyright in the Work itself. Copyright in the Work shall be transferred to the Publisher in accordance with normal practice by means of a separate assignment. 

5. This Agreement is personal to the Author who shall not assign or otherwise transfer any of the Author's rights or obligations hereunder. The Publisher shall be at liberty to assign or otherwise transfer its benefits and/or obligations hereunder in whole or in part. 

6. If any difference shall arise between the Author and the Publisher concerning the meaning of this Agreement or the rights and liabilities of the parties hereto the same shall be referred to the Informal Disputes Settlement Scheme of the Publishers Association and, failing agreed submission by both parties to such Scheme, shall be referred to the arbitration of two persons (one to be named by each party) or a mutually-agreed umpire in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration Act 1996 or any amending or substituted statute for the time being in force. 

7. This Agreement: 

(a) is a contract made in England and is subject to English law and the parties submit to the jurisdiction of the English courts. 
(b) shall not be deemed to create any partnership or employment relationship between the parties. 
(c) supersedes all previous agreements, representations or promises and sets out all the terms agreed between the parties. Any amendment or 
    alteration to this agreement must be in writing and signed by an authorised representative of each party.
 8. In this Agreement: 
(a) 'Copyright' means all rights in the nature of present and future copyright and All Media Rights whether in existence now or created in the future in the Work and any parts throughout the world for the full period of copyright and any extensions and renewals, including but not limited to the right to publish the Work and the material contained therein in all languages, and to license or permit others to do so. 
(b) ‘All Media Rights’ shall mean the sole and exclusive right to exploit the Work and any parts in all forms of media whether in existence now or created in the future including but not limited to: 

· Encyclopedias, journals, hardback and paperback publications
· Serialisations, anthologies, quotations and translations
· Adaptation for or reproduction by electronic form including video cassettes and discs whether for private home use or otherwise
· Any other forms of merchandising the Work.
