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       What to do in the event of an Earthquake

The first shock is unlikely to be the strongest. 
Stay where you are until the major shock and aftershocks subside

· Shelter under a heavy desk or crouch against a corner of an internal wall or doorway
· Stay away from windows, shelving, and large free standing furniture.
· If in a lecture theatre or teaching space -Stop, drop or hold tight in your immediate space
· Do not try to move around while the building is shaking
· If working in a laboratory, beware of chemicals and hazardous materials
· Emergency lighting will activate if power is lost
· Check for electrical and chemical hazards
· Turn off all electrical switches, LPG and other gas cylinders
· Assist those nearest to you who may be injured
· Do not go outside - the hazards may be worse, e.g. falling masonry or glass
· Wait for evacuation instructions

If it is necessary to leave the building when the shaking has stopped:
· Evacuate to the centre of the largest open space e.g. assembly area
· Do not isolate yourself, stay with others
· Be aware of potential hazards – glass, trees etc
· Do not re-enter any building unless the all clear has been given

If outside:
· Stay outside
· Take shelter clear of buildings, trees, power lines or other potential hazards e.g. in the nearest open space or car park
