	Area + Catalogue Number 
	A 4-letter area code plus a 4-digit catalogue number make up the course code, eg BIOL 1033.  You can search for courses by using this code. 

	Class Number  
	Every class at UniSA has a unique number (eg 24813).  You use this number to enrol.  Both the enrolment class and related classes have class numbers.

	Enrolment Class 
	This can be a lecture (LEC), tutorial (TUT), workshop (WSH) or practical (PRA), to name a few examples.  It is the first class you must enter when you are enrolling.

	Related Classes  
(Non-Enrol Classes)
	These are other required components of the course, and are in addition to the enrolment class.  They can be one of the following class types - lecture, tutorial, workshop or practical, to name a few.  In most cases you will have a choice (eg 1 tutorial to be chosen from 7).

	Rules
1. Credit is not available for courses completed in undergraduate programs. Candidates who hold a Graduate Certificate, Graduate Diploma or Masters Degree may be eligible for credit up to a maximum of one-third of the total units of the program.

Notes
1. The program is designed to graduate professional social workers who can function effectively in demanding environments. It satisfies professional and employer requirements through its content and its assessment processes. The program requires consistent participation in a wide range of potentially challenging classroom, assessment and field activities. 
2. The program is two years of fulltime study but may also be studied part-time. 
3. Field Education consists of 1000 hours of supervised placement. Some Field Education placements may require students to hold a current drivers licence and recognised First Aid Certificate. Police checks and a current Child Safe Environments certificate are required for all placements. Students are advised that they will be required to attend field education placements generally but not exclusively during normal working hours in both teaching and non teaching weeks, for between 3 and 5 days per week. 
4. The Social Work Elective is selected from those listed below; other elective courses may be approved by the Program Director.
