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Abstract

2007 marks ten years since the Australian Psychological Society published its position paper on racism and prejudice in Australia. It was noted that Indigenous Australians fare worse than other Australians on significant social, economic and emotional measures. Amongst suggestions to reduce the prevalence and impact of racism was the incorporating of Indigenous content into undergraduate courses. Following from the paper, working and interest groups across Australia have been developing curriculum guidelines to address this important issue.  However there is little research available to show how well these courses have achieved the aims of reducing racism and prejudice, particularly with reference to acting or speaking out against racism.  The current paper reviews some of these courses and makes suggestions for future research to address this gap.
