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Abstract

It is estimated that approximately 2.5% of the general population can be diagnosed as having Obsessive compulsive disorder (OCD). As a result, many practitioners will come into contact with clients exhibiting symptoms of OCD. This review presents a summary of diagnostic information, bio-psycho-social influences and treatment approaches regarding OCD which practitioners will find a helpful introduction to OCD thereby aiding professional practice.
