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Abstract 
Given current international efforts to reduce the prevalence of bullying in schools, the modifiable risk factors related to such behaviour have been subject to widespread research. Research in relation to the potentially significant links between bullying behaviour and social cognition has been nonetheless polarised by two competing theoretical perspectives, described in turn as the social information processing and theory of mind accounts respectively. The review focuses on the conceptual differences between such accounts, accounts, with a view to abet greater integration within research in this area.
