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Abstract
Self-report measures are an integral part of psychological assessment, though it is widely accepted that responses to such measures may often be distorted. As such, the detection of invalid responding in self-report questionnaires is something in which all of those involved in psychological assessment should be interested. It is widely held that the tendency to respond invalidly will remain relatively stable over the course of the lifespan, despite evidence supporting situational factors on invalid responding. This paper reviews and critiques current measures that have been developed to detect invalid responding in terms of their validity and appropriateness. Evidence suggesting invalid responding is sensitive to (a) contextual factors, (b) cultural orientation, and (c) factors relating to the mode of assessment are examined. It is concluded that accurate assessment of invalid responding should be informed by measures that consider situational influences.
