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Athol Park Community Education Scholarship Program 2010

Guidelines

The purpose of the program is to enrich the community through encouraging community members to continue
their education and build on their skills. If you are successful in your application you may be asked to tell your story
through a City of Charles Sturt or Westwood Community news forum, e.g. website, newsletter or media release.

The Athol Park Community Education Scholarship Program has been established to assist eligible people living in
Athol Park to achieve individual educational goals through a number of options for a scholarship of:

1. Up to $100 towards continuing education for young people at primary school level, Year 4-7.

2. Up to $200 towards continuing education for young people at secondary school level, Year 8-12.

3. Up to $250 towards community based educational programs that are stepping stones to higher education:
toward enrolment fees, course material, or any other course needs. This includes any course run in the
community which helps to build skills or confidence which will assist you to move on to other study or pursue
work opportunities. E.g. WEA, local community centre computing course.

4. Up to $400 towards continuing education for post secondary students: toward enrolment fees, course
material, or any other course needs. Includes study at TAFE SA, University and Non Government Education
Providers.
Who is eligible to apply?
Applicants must reside within the City of Charles Sturt in the suburb of Athol Park and a small section of
Woodville North - see attached map.
How to apply and when can you apply?
Applications open 1 December 2009 and close 26 February 2010; all applications must be received by 5pm
on or before this date. All applications must be filled out on the Athol Park Community Education Scholarship
Program application form. The City of Charles Sturt will undertake to provide responses to applicants within
4 weeks of the closing date for each round of applications.
