	Eligibility Criteria

	Up to twenty five (25) Scholarships will be awarded to the highest ranked applicants in each of the following programs:  Bachelor of Laboratory Medicine, Bachelor of Medical Science, Bachelor of Nutrition and Food Science, Bachelor of Pharmaceutical Science, Bachelor of Pharmacy.  

	1:
	To be considered eligible for the Scholarship, students must complete this application form.  Students who do not submit an application form will not be considered for being awarded a Scholarship.  All application forms must be received by the second Friday of February each year. 

	2:
	Ranking of applicants will be made on the basis of TER (or equivalent for IB students), as determined by SATAC during the admissions process (excluding Bonus points).  A minimum TER of 80 is required.  If there are no students who achieve this minimum in a particular program, the scholarship will not be awarded for that program.

	3.
	Scholarships are restricted to Australian Citizens and Permanent Residents only.

	4.
	Scholarships are available to secondary school leavers, or those who have completed their final year of secondary school in the previous two (2) years.  

	5.
	Students who have already commenced studies at tertiary level will not be eligible for the Scholarship.

	6.
	The final number of Scholarships available in each program will be determined by the selection committee and is subject to demand.  The maximum number of Scholarships to be awarded in any particular program will be ten.  


	Notes

	1:
	Scholarships are awarded on the basis of academic excellence and are conditional on recipients maintaining a credit grade point average (GPA) in the proceeding 12 month period.  This will be reviewed on an annual basis by the selection committee

	2.
	Where a student’s GPA falls below a credit average, in the proceeding twelve month period, the scholarship will be withdrawn and not be reinstated.

	3.
	Scholarship recipients must be enrolled on a full time basis, this will be confirmed at the Study
Period 2 Census date of each year.

	4.
	Scholarships will be awarded for the duration of the original program that the student has enrolled into.

	5.
	Payment of $2,000 will be made in April of each year, following confirmation of full time enrolment for the whole year, and Credit Grade Point Average for continuing students.  Payment will be made by electronic deposit into the student’s nominated Australian financial institution account.
